class.

The curriculum we teach
helps kids embrace learning
while discovering a new lan-
guage. Learning Chinese on
& typical Saturday includes

nursery thymes, Chinese songs
and a drawing. In all, the stu-
dents have learned 13 nursery
thymes and 66 songs.
